Spanning
over 900 squareniles, it can be
divided into distind¢ geograhic, economic
and historic areas. There is an array of
experienceshat await youin York County.
Rural farmland, quiet country charm, the
hustle and bustle of city living — all
available vithin one county!Relocding can
be a dfficult process — and amof the
most important steps idinding a town that
is reflectiveof your persondity and your
needs foithe future.

Central York

Estimated Population: 235,000+
Area Schtmo Catral York, Eam, Red

Central York encompasses the mid-section
of York Countyand boasts several
suburbanmunicipalities gatheredaround
York City, the“crown jewer of the area.
Hallam Borough, much like all of
Pennsylvania, was originally Iroquois land.
It was renamed Hallam after Hallamshire
in England and was incorporated in 1908.
Today, Hallam maintain@s “small town”
feel. There is aocus oncommunity in
Hallam — and residents often gather for
carnivals and city-wide celebrations.
Nearby Spring Grove was first plotted by a
surveyor in 1747. Its growth has been
constant for over 250 years. Spring Grove
is known as a manufacturing town.
Initially, its primary output was iron.
Eventuallythe iron production gave way

to tree harveing and the birth of the
papermill. Spring Grove is ll known for
its paper production. The hard-working
town knows how to play hard too. It has a
full-time recreaion director and a large
variety ofrecredion activities for

residents of all ages.

If you want to live in a town rich in
history, Wrightsvilleis a place worth
exploring! There is a plaque in a nearby
state park that boldly states that
Wrightsville was George Whmgton's
first choice for our new nation’s capital
city. History tells us, that in fact,
Wrightsville missed out by just one vote.
The town was also homi® a pivotal time
during the Civil War. The failure of the

proud of its history but embraces its

future. The towns motto, “Small Town,
Big Ideas” demonsates itsability to
combine a small town feel, historic roots
and new, forwarethinking changes to
create a tuly unique and wonderful place
to live.

The lrgest @y in York County, the City of
York, was founded in 1741 and became
Pennsylvania’s firsinajor sétlement west
of the Susquehanna River. Its 23 parcels
were laid ait in grid formation, similar to
the design of Philadehia. Todaythe City
of York has grownnto avibrant
downtown, which contains one of the
largest urban historic districts in the state,
and has greserved heritagwith a wide
variety ofarchitecturalinfluences. York is
revdutionary in its own right — from the
Revolutiorary War, the occupation of the
confederate army to the industrial
revdution many years later. Today, York
offers an athentic “Revdutionary York
Experience” through the Heritage Trust's
Living History programs or by \8iting any
of their historic museums and sites. The
City even offrs a revtution of the mind
through its thriving arts, culture, and even
crafts where you can learn, admire or
purchase art of any scale. Even the retall
offerings areunique as compared t@ther
downtowns. It is no surprise as to why so
many people arenoving tothe City of
York; it ismore appeling to both private
and commercial residents than ever before.

Over $100million is being spent on new
development in YorlCity. Just next to the
York Revaution’s Ball Park, Swvereign
Bank Stadlim, is the current
redevelopmat of the York Auto Parks
Building. Thepreviously unised spacwill
be an eco-frienly, greenbuilding home to
35 high-end residentibrental units. From
lofts to townhouses, theseainits will be
some of thebest rentd units that York
City has to offerMore rentalunits are in
the works forthe nearfuture.

York Countys second largestown” is
Hanover Borough, located on the
southeastern border oAdams County and
only 15 miles east of Gettysburg. Known
as the “Snack Food Capital of the World,”
Hanover has a persatlity al its own with
history atits core. Older hildings are
beingrenovated vaile new construction
projects are a testament to a solid
economy. In the late 1700s, Hanover
quickly became one of the principle towns
in the region. Ayriculture and
manufacturing flourished due to the
town’s easy access ioternational

markets through Baltimore’s seaportStill

a leadetlin agriculture, the area is home
to Hanover Shoe Farms, the world’s
largest standard-bred horse breeder. The
characteristic yellow barns of the Shoe
Farms dot the countryside throughout the
area. Hanover éims anotter distinction.

It is home to nearly a dozen pretzel and
potato chipmakers,including well-known
companies such as Utz Potato Chips and
Snyder’s of Hanover.

The town’s heritage is rooted in
PennsylvanidDutch aulture. Although
commonly mistaken to be synonymous
with the Amid, it is actually a reference
to the adopted alture of early German
immigrants, Pennsylvaia Deutsche. The
strong work ethic, indistriousness and
craftsmanship otheir way of life are still
present in residents today. Hanover's
self-sustaining community includes
top-notch schools, nationally recognized
hospital care, enterttnment offerings and
its own chamber of commerce. Recent
developmentswithin the community have
included a revitalization of the No. 5
Hanover Shoauilding which now houses
seniors. TheGuthrie Memorial Library of
Hanover also underwent renovations and
an expansion to include a new computer
lab, conferece room anda children’s
library. On the northern end of the
Hanover area is New Oxford, a quaint
town is also being revitalized thanks to
